There have been a number of reports of hypersensitivity to cin-
namaldehyde and other constituents of cinnamon oil. Cinnamon
leaf oil has also been used, although the amounts of eugenol and
cinnamaldehyde are different from the bark oil. Cinnamon bark
or leaf oil is also used in aromatherapy.

Profile

Citicoline is a derivative of choline and cytidine that is involved
in the biosynthesis of lecithin. It is claimed to increase blood flow
and oxygen consumption in the brain and has been given in the
treatment of cerebrovascular disorders (including ischaemic
stroke, p.1185), parkinsonism, and head injury. It is given by in-
travenous or intramuscular injection in doses of up to 1 g daily or
orally in divided doses of 200 to 600 mg daily.

Citicoline sodium has also been used.

Cerebrovascular disorders. Citicoline has shown some
short- to medium-term benefit for disturbances of memory and
behaviour associated with cerebrovascular disorders.
